 Sir David Cecil Clementi is a former Deputy Governor of the Bank of England. He 

holds positions on the boards of several large corporations, including Chairman of 

Prudential plc, one of Britain's largest insurance companies, and is a non-executive 

director on the board of governors of the Rio Tinto Group. In July 2003, he was given 

the task, by the Secretary of State for Constitutional Affairs, of undertaking a wide-

ranging independent review of the regulation of legal services in England and Wales, 

now known generally as the Clementi report. 

 

 Pavan Sukhdev read Physics at Oxford and has for many years been Managing 

Director and Head of Deutsche Bank's Global Markets business in India, and a 

Founder-Director of the Green Accounting for Indian States Project, an initiative of 

the Green Indian States Trust (GIST) to set up an economic valuation and national 

accounting framework to measure sustainability for India. 

 

 

 Lord Carlile of Berriew is a practising barrister and former head of a leading set of 

barristers' chambers. He was the Liberal Democrat Member of Parliament for 

Montgomeryshire from 1983 to 1997. He successfully defended Diana, Princess of 

Wales's butler, Paul Burrell, against charges that Burrell had stolen some of her 

estate's belongings. In 2001 he was appointed the British government's independent 

reviewer of terrorism legislation. 

 

 Sir Richard Sykes is a biochemist and former executive in a number of 

pharmaceuticals. For many years he was chairman of GlaxoSmithKline and President 

of the British Association for the Advancement of Science. In 1994 he was knighted 

for his services to the pharmaceutical industry and in 1999 he was awarded the 

Singapore National Day Public Service Star Award for his services to the economy of 

Singapore. In 2007 he was appointed Independent Non-Executive Director at 

Eurasian Natural Resources Corporation (ENRC). From 2001 to 2008 he was Rector 

of Imperial College, London. 
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
